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Based on Article 23 of the Statute of the Croatian Chamber of Trades and Crafts (Official Gazette “Narodne novine” No. 21/99, 62/02, 116/02 – amended version, 158/02 and 101/04), and with reference to Articles 71 and 73 of the Act on Trades (Official Gazette, No. 49/03 – amended version), the Assembly of the Croatian Chamber of Trades and Crafts, at its session from 8th December 2004 adopted the following 
DECREE

ON THE AMENDMENTS OF THE STATUTE OF THE CROATIAN CHAMBER OF TRADES AND CRAFTS

Article 1

In the Statute of the Croatian Chamber of Trades and Crafts (Official Gazette, No. 21/99, 62/02, 116/02 – amended version, 158/02 and 101/04), in Article 46, paragraph 2 shall be amended as follows:

“Presidency is the advisory body of the Chamber, and it consists of: the President, four Vice-Presidents, and the Secretary General of the Chamber.”
Article 2

In Article 83 paragraphs 1 and 3 shall be amended as follows:

“(1) Office of the President, and the Chamber office shall be established for performing professional, administrative, support and other work.”
“(3) The Secretary of the Chamber office shall be responsible for professional and successful performance of work and operative tasks of the Chamber office, in accordance with the law.”
Article 3

The title of the Section XXIII shall be amended as follows: “SECRETARY GENERAL OF THE CHAMBER AND SECRETARY OF THE CHAMBER OFFICE.”
Article 4

Article 86 shall be amended as follows:

“The Chamber shall have a Secretary General, and a Secretary of the Chamber office.

Secretary General of the Chamber shall:

– coordinate the work of the whole Chamber system, and organise and coordinate the work of different bodies of the Chamber,

– organise cooperation of the Chamber with state authorities and state administration bodies,

– organise cooperation of the Chamber with other chambers in Croatia and abroad,

– organise cooperation of the Chamber with international institutions and associations,

– manage work of the Office of the President,

– perform other tasks, for which he/she is authorized by the bodies of the Chamber.

Secretary of the Chamber office shall:

– manage the work of the Chamber office,

– ensure and be responsible for the implementation of the Chamber’s operative programmes, and execution of the budget,

– ensure and be responsible for the implementation and execution of decrees, conclusions and other legal documents adopted by the bodies of the Chamber,

– coordinate the work of the Chamber office of the Croatian Chamber of Trades and Crafts, chamber offices of regional chambers, and professional staff of tradesmen associations,

– perform other work, for which he/she is authorized by the Secretary General of the Chamber.”
Article 5

Article 87 shall be amended as follows:

“Secretary General of the Chamber, and the Secretary of the Chamber office shall be appointed and relieved from duty by the Steering Committee. Secretary General of the Chamber, and the Secretary of the Chamber office shall be appointed for the period of four (4) years, with the possibility to be re-appointed.

A person that may be appointed as the Secretary General must have a university degree, and the Secretary of the Chamber office must have at least a two-year degree, and at least five years of work experience at similar positions and tasks, and organisational and professional abilities that will enable them to successfully perform the work of the Secretary General of the Chamber, i.e. of the Secretary of the Chamber office.”
Article 6

Article 88 shall be amended as follows:

“Secretary General of the Chamber and Secretary of the Chamber Office are staff members with special authorities.
Upon authorization of the Chamber’s President, Secretary General of the Chamber and the Secretary of the Chamber office may represent the Chamber before state authorities and judicial bodies, and in other matters.”
Article 7

Article 89 shall be amended as follows:

“Secretary General of the Chamber shall be responsible for his/her work to the Chamber’s President, the Assembly and the Steering Committee, and the Secretary of the Chamber office to the Secretary General of the Chamber.”
Article 8

Article 90 shall be amended as follows:

“Secretary General of the Chamber and Secretary of the Chamber office may delegate some of their respective authorities to high positioned staff members of the Chamber office.”
Article 9

This Decree shall become effective on the day it was adopted, and it shall be published in the Official Gazette “Narodne novine”.
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
